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In February of this year. the Pattern shop Supervision were approached by one 
of the Leading Hands who asked if it would be possible to hold a weekly informat­
ion meeting. 

A meeting was then held between the Pattern shop Leading Hands and the plant 
Foremans. to form a committee. who's aims were to solve problems on the pattern 
shop floor and improve working conditions. in which any guest was welcome. 

During one of the meetings a question was raised on why the rest area in Plant 6 
was not being used by members of the Pattern shop. 
A survey was taken and it found that it was overcrowded. not enough chairs, and 
tables were left dirty from previous use. and such things as noise detered the 
people from using it. 

The resolution was to see about building and constructing our own tea area that 
would be away from noise and to be maintained and cleaned by the pattern shop 
people. 
Suitable areas were discussed and it was decided upon that the old plant 6 
fettling rest area behind the pattern shop store would be the ideal location. 

It was then allocated and construction began by setting up a partition using 
dis-used glass panels from plant 5. 
A table tennis area was built in front of the store for open day and was 
later left to be used by ourselves. 

It was then decided that the store had to be moved, so it was relocated. the 
site was cleared and a access door to the whole area was built through the 
welding bay. 
The rear access door was sealed off and a shelf was built across it, and the 
area was then patched up and ready to be painted. 

The Electrical Department added the lighting necessary for the area, a bench 
was constructed to house the sink and scrap chairs from the cafeteria were 
re-welded and re-sprayed. 
The makeshift wall that was used for open day was taken down and replaced 
with metal sheets. 

Finally the paint arri.Yed and in no time we had the finishing coats on, and 
during construction. meetings had taken place to decide what was needed to 
make the area more comfortable. there were many suggest ions such as a stereo. 
a television, a video, a spa bath. a couch and many more but luckily most 
were not taken too seriously because we ended up buying our own fridge in 
which the employees donated towards. the company supplied a pie warmer and 
a table tennis table and equipment. 

Octagonal tables were found to be the suitable for the area. so three were 
made up as wel 1 as three games tables. 

Now things were falling into place. but the four wall were looking pretty 
bare except for the paint runs and the odd stains from dirty hands that had 
already started to appear, so two of the men who had previous experience at 
painting sugge�ted painting a mural on one of the walls. so using old left­
over p

·
aint. they created in two weeks a painting which has been the highlight 

of the area. 
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With the opening date set, the fridge was bought in after the floor was painted 
and the table were positioned, some of the pattern shop employees as well as 
others donated games and other things to the area such as indoor plants, dart 
board and darts, chess set, domino ses hookey board, magazines, hot water urn, 
hot plate and a fishing net that was used to separate the two table tennis tables, 
as well as a cold drink and coffee machines. 

In the end it all came together and the project was a bigger success than expected, 
alot of behind the scenes work was done thanks to the generosity of the company, 
the construction of the area proceeded smoothly. 
Thanks also to the management and s:aff who supported the idea and to all the 
employees who donated personal belongings to make the area more comfortable, 
but not forgetting the artists who painted the mural and the pink panther which 
is known to be our mascot. 

And to all the critics who said it \vould not happen, well it has ! .
