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If the on-trock performonce wosn’t o true
indicotion of HRT’s performonce, the off-
trock obilities of the teom were well ond
truly highlighted in Adeloide. Following
Todd Kelly’s high-speed closh with the
concrete on Soturdoy ofternoon, it was a
remarkable effort 1o hove the car not only
on the grid Sunday, but also competitive.

Work begon on the cor ot 5.00pm on
Soturday, shored between 4 specialists
from HRT's chassis partner Dencor ond the
Cor #22 crew. Once the technicians from
Skoife’s VY Commodore hod completed
the servicing of that vehicle, they too
joined the rebuilding process on Kelly's
cor, finally finishing ot 5.30om Sundoy
when the crew travelled bock to the Teom
hotel for o shower and change, before
returning to the circuit for the day’s racing!

12 hours to replace the left side of the
vehicle, the left-hand front suspension ALL
the rear suspension and the various other
components of a $30-40,000 crosh!

That team spirit and dedication transferred
itself to the oll-important pit stops, where
the HRT cors were able to goin trock
position through fast ond efficient turn-
around in the Compulsory Pit Stops.

The Holden Racing Teom was unable to
optimise the best car set up in qualifying
when for the first time in mony years, both
“red” cars qualified outside the top 10. As
previously mentioned the Kelly crash
further set bock the weekend, while in race
one o recurrence of on old racing injury in
Mork Skoife’s bock, pinched the sciatic
nerve leaving him with a numb right leg.
This problem also surfoced in 1999,
leading to Mork crashing out of the roce
thot year so for Mork to complete half
Saturdoy’s race with this impediment and
still come 7th, was o great effort!

Kelly manoged vital points with a 10th-
ploce finish on Sunday with o car that was
good ond straight but, locking the
suspension set-up following the crash.
Skoife hod o droma filled day, with 2 spins
ond finolly contact with David Besnord’s
Ford ofter Besnord turned in on him in o
corner. While the Ford driver received o
drive-through penalty for the incident it was
of little consolation fo Mork and the Teom
as the collision domaged the steering of
the #2 VY Commodore resulting in o long

pit stop for repairs and a slow run to the
flog to ensure o points finish.

The V8 Supercor points system hos one
key element change this year whereby if
you do not finish a race, you receive no
points — hence HRT's determination to
ensure Todd’s cor was repaired and,
Skoife’s Commodore finished Sunday’s
250k leg. Skoife therefore sits 10th ofter
round 1, 66 points awoy from Morcos
Ambrose with Todd Kelly in 17th.

It will be vitol to finish the upcoming
Eostern Creek meeting os it is o one-race
round and a non finish there ond zero
points could virtually ruin your season!
Those already with on “0” on the score
sheet include Croig Lowndes in the FPR
Folcon, Tony Longhurst, Steve Ellery ond
both team Dynamic Commodores.

In Adeloide, Ambrose could not hove
wished for o better start to his title
defence with comprehensive wins in both
races but - apart from his SBR teammate
Russell Ingoll’s 3rd in roce #1 — is not
receiving o lot of support from his fellow
Ford teams! Holden drivers fill positions
2nd, 3rd, 4th, 5th, 6th, 7th, 8th and 10th
ofter round 1, with John Bowe the only
other Ford representative in 9th! Ambrose
roised this concern in Sundoy’s post race
medio conference.

SEASON LAUNCH

This was held in Melbourne with the key
issues being thot the Shanghai round is
still on the schedule - of this point! Avesco
Chairmaon Tony Cochrone advising thot o
confirmation one way or the other will be
mode ofter round 2 ot Eostern Creek ond
the round will be postponed until next
year if Avesco is not entirely hoppy with
the arrangements for the proposed
November round.

Cochraone also roised concerns about

the progress - or lock of it - of the Bathurst
pit re-development. The old pit complex
was demolished lost November but no
work hos been corried out since then.
Bathurst City Council is still owoiting
confirmation of a S10million Federol
Government grant, before the rebuilding
process begins.

All rounds this season will count towards
the Chompionship - in other words, the
controversial “drop-your-worst-round” rule
hos been removed.

The final round “Main Event” at Sydney’s
Eostern Creek will see o 1 x 100k race on
Saturdoy ond 2 x 150k races on Sunday, but
all 3 races will be on the 2.8 kilometre short
circuit. This hos been done to differentiote
the season finale from the round 3 event as
well as give a different aspect for Network
Ten's television coverage.

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PR2 UPDATE FOR 2004

For those of our members who ore new to
the Club for 2004 below is a brief outline
of the PR2 Program.

The Holden Racing Teom's unique PR2 (2-
possenger ride vehicle) hos created the
opportunity for HRT's sponsor pariners and
Club 1 members to experience the “ride of
o lifetime" in o V8 Supercor!

Two things happened that allowed us to
turn the wish into reality. The first was
HRT's Chaossis engineers Dencor advising
us thot the VT Commodore chassis
crashed in thot spectaculor rollover of
Colder in 1999 with Craig Lowndes on
boord, was toking up precious space ot
their Dondenong factory and, they wished
to “scrap"” the shell. The other defining
moment was our pariner Bridgestone
losing the Control Tyre contract for the V8
Supercors. Disaoppointing for Bridgestone,
but o greot opportunity for HRT!

When we inquired, Bridgestone advised
thot they hod numerous tyres left over and
- should we go ohead and build the
dedicated rides' cor - they would be hoppy
to provide the all-important rubber for the
exercise. That solved the tyre restriction
problem so the croshed chassis was re-
engineered and re-built o be able to carry
the driver, o passenger olongside him in
the front, ond onother possenger centrolly
locoted in the reor.

The vehicle was meticulously completed by
HRT ond the response from the passengers
to dote hos been one of unbridled
enthusiosm, with many describing it as
one of life's highlights.

Intending possengers ore reminded thot -
due to the confines of o racing chassis -
height ond weight restrictions may apply,

indemnity forms must be signed ond
passengers ore reminded of their
responsibilities in regard to nofification of
pre-existing health conditions. While the
Teom provides friple-layer driving suits,
approved gloves ond helmets, we insist
that guests wear appropriate, fully
enclosed footwear - preferably leather!

Drivers on the doy will be from the HRT
stable" and could include Mork Skoife,
Todd Kelly or any of the endurance
drivers (who ore yet to be announced for
this season). No requests for specific
drivers or front or bock seat preferences
will be enterfoined.
